That the Board of Directors adopt Resolution 1119-20, establishing a policy 
authorizing electronic execution of contracts, agreements, and applications under 
the Uniform Electronic Transactions Act (UETA)  
 
 

ANALYSIS: 
The Uniform Electronic Transactions Act (UETA) was enacted by the State of 
California on January 1, 2000. Since then, electronic execution of contracts has 
become a commonplace and an accepted means of entering into contracts.  
 
Annually, Valley-Wide Recreation and Park District processes hundreds of 
documents that could be be processed and stored more efficiently through the use 
of electronic signatures.

WHEREAS, the District routinely enters into many agreements per year and processes 

hundreds of applications, many of which could be processed and stored more efficiently through the 

use of the provisions of the UETA; and 

WHEREAS,  since  the  enactment  of  the  UETA,  electronic  execution  of contracts  has  

become  commonplace  and  an  accepted  means  of  entering  into contracts,  agreements  and  

applications,  especially  commercial  transactions  for purchasing of hardware, software and 

consulting services; and 

WHEREAS, the UETA does not require a record or signature to be created, generated, 

sent, communicated, received, stored, or otherwise processed or used by electronic means or in 

electronic form; and 

WHEREAS, the UETA applies only to a transaction between parties each of 

which have agreed to conduct the transaction by electronic means. UETA further provides that 

whether the parties agree to conduct  a  transaction  by electronic means is determined from the 

context and surrounding circumstances, including the parties’   conduct   and   in   most   cases   

requires   either   an   electronic   record acknowledging  the  agreement  to  use  an  electronic  

signature  or  a  separate agreement; and

ANALYSIS: 
On March 13, 2020, the President declared the ongoing Coronavirus Disease 2019 
(COVID-19) pandemic of sufficient severity and magnitude to warrant an emergency 
declaration for all states, tribes, territories, and the District of Columbia pursuant to 
section 501 (b) of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act, 
42 U.S.C. 5121-5207 (the “Stafford Act”).  This Public Assistance Program helps 
communities to quickly respond and recover from major disasters or emergences, 
allowing for reimbursement of not less than 75% of eligible expenses.  
 
Staff filed a preliminary Request for Public Assistance on April 8, 2020 and is waiting for 
approval to move forward with a formal Request for Public Assistance.  The pandemic is 
considered an ongoing event and there are a large number of entities requesting 
assistance, therefore, a final word on approval may take some time. 
 
The State of California, Governor’s Office of Emergency Services requires a Resolution 
by the Board of Directors authorizing a designated representative of Valley-Wide 
Recreation and Park District.  If awarded, staff will return to the Board of directors to 
request approval of the grant funds.

On March 4, 2020, the District published a Notice Inviting Bids for additional fibar material to be used 
for maintenance upkeep of Valley-Wide Recreation tot-lot areas on an as-needed basis. A bid 
opening was held on April 8, 2020 and the following chart represents the one bid received.

Plant’s Choice, Inc. Temecula, CA $41.00 (plus applicable sales tax) 
 
The Contractor is to provide all labor, equipment and materials necessary to furnish and install ASTM 
engineered wood playground fibar in accordance with all applicable safety and ADA standards. This 
includes, but no limited to, tot-lot entrance and ADA access areas being raked so that top of fibar is 
flush with adjacent access surface to create a smooth and even transition between the hard surface 
and wood fibar. 
 
The licenses and references for Plant’s Choice, Inc. has been reviewed and verified by staff, and all 
other documentation is in order.  
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FISCAL IMPACT: 
The PSA has an initial two-year Term not-to-exceed $200,000 and may be extended by mutual 
consent of the District and Contractor for two, one-year periods with not-to-exceed amounts of

1. PARTIES AND DATE. 

 

This Agreement is made and entered into this ____ day of ________________, 2020, by 

and between the Valley-Wide Recreation and Park District, a Recreation and Park District 

formed and operating under California Public Resources Code 5780 et seq. with its principal 

place of business at 901 West Esplanade Ave, San Jacinto, CA 92581 ("District") and Plant’s 

Choice, Inc., with its principal place of business at 42284 Winchester Rd, Temecula, CA 92590 

("Contractor").  District and Contractor are sometimes individually referred to herein as "Party" 

and collectively as "Parties." 

 

2. RECITALS. 

 

2.1 Contractor. 

 

Contractor desires to perform and assume responsibility of on-call services for the 

completion of the Replenishment of Engineered Wood Fibar for Various Park Locations (Project 

2020-119) pursuant to the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement.  Contractor 

represents that it is experienced in providing professional services, is licensed in the State of 

California, and is familiar with the plans of District. 

 

2.2 Project. 

 

District desires to engage Contractor to render on-call services for the completion of the 

Project 2020-119. Component parts of the Agreement (“Contract Documents”) include the 

Notice Inviting Bids, Instruction to Bidders, Bid Form, Designation of Subcontractors, Non-

Collusion Declaration Form, Public Works Contractor Registration Certification, Contractor’s

3. TERMS. 

 

3.1 Scope of Services and Term. 

 

3.1.1 General Scope of Services.  Contractor promises and agrees to furnish to 

the District all labor, materials, tools, equipment, services, and incidental and customary work 

necessary to fully and adequately supply the professional contractor services necessary for the 

Project  ("Services").  The Services are more particularly described in Exhibit "A" attached 

hereto and incorporated herein by reference.  All Services shall be subject to, and performed in 

accordance with, this Agreement, the exhibits attached hereto and incorporated herein by 

reference, and all applicable local, state and federal laws, rules and regulations. 

 

3.1.2 Term.   The initial term of this Agreement shall be from May 25, 2020 to 

May 24, 2022, unless earlier terminated as provided herein. Contractor shall complete the 

Services within the term of this Agreement, and shall meet any other established schedules and 

deadlines.  The Agreement may be extended for two, one-year period by mutual consent of the 

District and the Contractor. 

 

3.2 Responsibilities of Contractor. 

 

3.2.1 Control and Payment of Subordinates; Independent Contractor.  The 

Services shall be performed by Contractor or under its supervision.  Contractor will determine 

the means, methods and details of performing the Services subject to the requirements of this 

Agreement.  District retains Contractor on an independent contractor basis and not as an 

employee.  Contractor retains the right to perform similar or different services for others during 

the term of this Agreement.  Any additional personnel performing the Services under this 

Agreement on behalf of Contractor shall also not be employees of District and shall at all times 

be under Contractor’s exclusive direction and control.  Contractor shall pay all wages, salaries, 

and other amounts due such personnel in connection with their performance of Services under 

this Agreement and as required by law.  Contractor shall be responsible for all reports and 

obligations respecting such additional personnel, including, but not limited to: social security 

taxes, income tax withholding, unemployment insurance, disability insurance, and workers' 

compensation insurance. 

 

3.2.2 Schedule of Services.  Contractor shall perform the Services 

expeditiously, within the term of this Agreement, and in accordance with the Schedule of 

Services set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.  

Contractor represents that it has the professional and technical personnel required to perform the 

Services in conformance with such conditions.  In order to facilitate Contractor's conformance 

with the Schedule, District shall respond to Contractor's submittals in a timely manner.  Upon 

request of District, Contractor shall provide a more detailed schedule of anticipated performance 

to meet the Schedule of Services. 

 

3.2.3 Conformance to Applicable Requirements.  All work performed by 

Contractor shall be subject to the approval of District. 
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3.2.4 Substitution of Key Personnel.  Contractor has represented to District that 

certain key personnel will perform and coordinate the Services under this Agreement.  Should 

one or more of such personnel become unavailable, Contractor may substitute other personnel of 

at least equal competence upon written approval of District.  In the event that District and 

Contractor cannot agree as to the substitution of key personnel, District shall be entitled to 

terminate this Agreement for cause.  As discussed below, any personnel who fail or refuse to 

perform the Services in a manner acceptable to the District, or who are determined by the 

District to be uncooperative, incompetent, a threat to the adequate or timely completion of the 

Project or a threat to the safety of persons or property, shall be promptly removed from the 

Project by the Contractor at the request of the District.  The key personnel for performance of 

this Agreement are as follows:.  

 

3.2.5 District's Representative.  The District hereby designates the General 

Manager, or his or her designee, to act as its representative for the performance of this 

Agreement ("District's Representative").  District's Representative shall have the power to act on 

behalf of the District for all purposes under this Contract.  Contractor shall not accept direction 

or orders from any person other than the District's Representative or his or her designee. 

 

3.2.6 Contractor’s Representative.  Contractor hereby designates 

__________________________________________, or his or her designee, to act as its 

representative for the performance of this Agreement ("Contractor's Representative").  

Contractor's Representative shall have full authority to represent and act on behalf of the 

Contractor for all purposes under this Agreement.  The Contractor's Representative shall 

supervise and direct the Services, using his best skill and attention, and shall be responsible for 

all means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures and for the satisfactory coordination 

of all portions of the Services under this Agreement.  

 

3.2.7 Coordination of Services.  Contractor agrees to work closely with District 

staff in the performance of Services and shall be available to District's staff, consultants and 

other staff at all reasonable times. 

 

3.2.8 Standard of Care; Performance of Employees.  Contractor shall perform 

all Services under this Agreement in a skillful and competent manner, consistent with the 

standards generally recognized as being employed by professionals in the same discipline in the 

State of California.  Contractor represents and maintains that it is skilled in the professional 

calling necessary to perform the Services.  Contractor warrants that all employees and 

subcontractors shall have sufficient skill and experience to perform the Services assigned to 

them.  Finally, Contractor represents that it, its employees and subcontractors have all licenses, 

permits, qualifications and approvals of whatever nature that are legally required to perform the 

Services, including any required business license, and that such licenses and approvals shall be 

maintained throughout the term of this Agreement.  As provided for in the indemnification 

provisions of this Agreement, Contractor shall perform, at its own cost and expense and without 

reimbursement from the District, any services necessary to correct errors or omissions which are 

caused by the Contractor’s failure to comply with the standard of care provided for herein.  Any 

employee of the Contractor or its sub-contractors who is determined by the District to be 

uncooperative, incompetent, a threat to the adequate or timely completion of the Project, a threat 

to the safety of persons or property, or any employee who fails or refuses to perform the Services 
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in a manner acceptable to the District, shall be promptly removed from the Project by the 

Contractor and shall not be re-employed to perform any of the Services or to work on the Project.   

 

3.2.9 Laws and Regulations.  Contractor shall keep itself fully informed of and 

in compliance with all local, state and federal laws, rules and regulations in any manner affecting 

the performance of the Project or the Services, including all Cal/OSHA requirements, and shall 

give all notices required by law.  Contractor shall be liable for all violations of such laws and 

regulations in connection with Services.  If the Contractor performs any work knowing it to be 

contrary to such laws, rules and regulations and without giving written notice to the District, 

Contractor shall be solely responsible for all costs arising therefrom.  Contractor shall defend, 

indemnify and hold District, its officials, directors, officers, employees and agents free and 

harmless, pursuant to the indemnification provisions of this Agreement, from any claim or 

liability arising out of any failure or alleged failure to comply with such laws, rules or 

regulations. 

 

3.2.10 Insurance. 

 

3.2.10.1 Time for Compliance.  Contractor shall not commence 

Work under this Agreement until it has provided evidence satisfactory to the District that it has 

secured all insurance required under this section.  In addition, Contractor shall not allow any 

subcontractor to commence work on any subcontract until it has provided evidence satisfactory 

to the District that the subcontractor has secured all insurance required under this section. 

 

3.2.10.2 Types of Insurance Required.  As a condition precedent to 

the effectiveness of this Agreement for work to be performed hereunder and without limiting the 

indemnity provisions of the Agreement, the Contractor in partial performance of its obligations 

under such Agreement, shall procure and maintain in full force and effect during the term of the 

Agreement, the following policies of insurance.  If the existing policies do not meet the 

Insurance Requirements set forth herein, Contractor agrees to amend, supplement or endorse the 

policies to do so. 

 

(a) Commercial General Liability:  Commercial General Liability 

Insurance which affords coverage at least as broad as Insurance 

Services Office "occurrence" form CG 0001, with minimum limits 

of at least $1,000,000 per occurrence and if written with an 

aggregate, the aggregate shall be double per occurrence limit.  

Defense costs shall be paid in addition to the limits.   

 

The policy shall contain no endorsements or provisions limiting 

coverage for (1) contractual liability; (2) cross liability exclusion 

for claims or suits by one insured against another; or (3) contain 

any other exclusion contrary to the Agreement. 

 

 

(b) Automobile Liability Insurance:  Automobile Liability Insurance 

with coverage at least as broad as Insurance Services Office Form 
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CA 0001 covering "Any Auto" (Symbol 1) with minimum limits of 

$1,000,000 each accident.   

 

 

(c) Workers' Compensation:  Workers' Compensation Insurance, as 

required by the State of California and Employer's Liability 

Insurance with a limit of not less than $1,000,000 per accident for 

bodily injury and disease.   

 

 

3.2.10.3 Endorsements.  Required insurance policies shall not be in 

compliance if they include any limiting provision or endorsement that has not been submitted to 

the District for approval. 

 

The policy or policies of insurance required by Section 

3.2.10.2 (a) Commercial General Liability and (b) Automobile Liability Insurance shall be 

endorsed to provide the following: 

 

(1) Additional Insured:  The indemnified parties shall be additional 

insureds with regard to liability and defense of suits or claims 

arising out of the performance of the Agreement.  Additional 

Insured Endorsements shall not (1) be restricted to "ongoing 

operations"; (2) exclude "contractual liability"; (3) restrict 

coverage to "sole" liability of Contractor; or (4) contain any other 

exclusions contrary to the Agreement. 

 

(2) Primary Insurance and Non-Contributing Insurance:  This 

insurance shall be primary and any other insurance, deductible, or 

self-insurance maintained by the indemnified parties shall not 

contribute with this primary insurance. 

 

(3) Severability:  In the event of one insured, whether named or 

additional, incurs liability to any other of the insureds, whether 

named or additional, the policy shall cover the insured against 

whom claim is or may be made in the same manner as if separate 

policies had been issued to each insured, except that the limits of 

insurance shall not be increased thereby. 

 

(4) Cancellation:  The policy shall not be canceled or the coverage 

suspended, voided, reduced or allowed to expire until a thirty (30) 

day prior written notice of cancellation has been served upon the 

District except ten (10) days prior written notice shall be allowed 

for non-payment of premium. 

 

(5) Duties:  Any failure by the named insured to comply with 

reporting provisions of the policy or breaches or violations of 
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warranties shall not affect coverage provided to the indemnified 

parties. 

 

(6) Applicability:  That the coverage provided therein shall apply to 

the obligations assumed by the Contractor under the indemnity 

provisions of the Agreement, unless the policy or policies contain a 

blanket form of contractual liability coverage. 

 

(B) The policy or policies of insurance required by Section 3.2.10.2 (c) 

    Workers' Compensation shall be endorsed, as follows: 

 

(1) Waiver of Subrogation:  A waiver of subrogation stating that the 

insurer waives all rights of subrogation against the indemnified 

parties. 

 

(2) Cancellation:  The policy shall not be canceled or the coverage 

suspended, voided, reduced or allowed to expire until a thirty (30) 

day prior written notice of cancellation has been served upon the 

District except ten (10) days prior written notice shall be allowed 

for non-payment of premium. 

 

 

3.2.10.4 Deductible.  Any deductible or self-insured retention must  

 be approved in writing by the District and shall protect the    

 indemnified parties in the same manner and to the same extent as     

 they would have been protected had the policy or policies not    

 contained a deductible or self-insured retention.  

 

3.2.10.5 Evidence of Insurance.  The Contractor, concurrently with 

the execution of the Agreement, and as a condition precedent to the effectiveness thereof, shall 

deliver either certified copies of the required policies, or original certificates and endorsements 

on forms approved by the District.   The certificates and endorsements for each insurance policy 

shall be signed by a person authorized by that insurer to bind coverage on its behalf.  At least 

fifteen (15 days) prior to the expiration of any such policy, evidence of insurance showing that 

such insurance coverage has been renewed or extended shall be filed with the District.  If such 

coverage is cancelled or reduced, Contractor shall, within ten (10) days after receipt of written 

notice of such cancellation or reduction of coverage, file with the District evidence of insurance 

showing that the required insurance has been reinstated or has been provided through another 

insurance company or companies. 

 

3.2.10.6 Failure to Maintain Coverage.  Contractor agrees to 

suspend and cease all operations hereunder during such period of time as the required insurance 

coverage is not in effect and evidence of insurance has not been furnished to the District. The 

District shall have the right to withhold any payment due Contractor until Contractor has fully 

complied with the insurance provisions of this Agreement. 
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In the event that the Contractor's operations are suspended for failure to 

maintain required insurance coverage, the Contractor shall not be entitled to an extension of time 

for completion of the Work because of production lost during suspension. 

 

3.2.10.7 Acceptability of Insurers.  Each such policy shall be from a 

company or companies with a current A.M. Best's rating of no less than A:VII and authorized to 

do business in the State of California, or otherwise allowed to place insurance through surplus 

line brokers under applicable provisions of the California Insurance Code or any federal law.  

 

3.2.10.8 Insurance for Subcontractors.  All Subcontractors shall be 

included as additional insureds under the Contractor's policies, or the Contractor shall be 

responsible for causing Subcontractors to purchase the appropriate insurance in compliance with 

the terms of this Agreement, including adding the District as an Additional Insured to the 

Subcontractor’s policies. 

 

3.2.11 Safety.  Contractor shall execute and maintain its work so as to avoid 

injury or damage to any person or property.  In carrying out its Services, the Contractor shall at 

all times be in compliance with all applicable local, state and federal laws, rules and regulations, 

and shall exercise all necessary precautions for the safety of employees appropriate to the nature 

of the work and the conditions under which the work is to be performed.  Safety precautions as 

applicable shall include, but shall not be limited to:  (A) adequate life protection and life saving 

equipment and procedures; (B) instructions in accident prevention for all employees and 

subcontractors, such as safe walkways, scaffolds, fall protection ladders, bridges, gang planks, 

confined space procedures, trenching and shoring, equipment and other safety devices, 

equipment and wearing apparel as are necessary or lawfully required to prevent accidents or 

injuries; and (C) adequate facilities for the proper inspection and maintenance of all safety 

measures. 

 

3.3 Fees and Payments. 

 

3.3.1 Compensation.  Contractor shall receive compensation, including 

authorized reimbursements, for all Services rendered under this Agreement at the rates set forth 

in each proposal submitted by Contractor and agreed upon by District. The total compensation of 

all proposals within the initial Term of this Agreement shall not exceed TWO HUNDRED 

THOUSAND DOLLARS ($200,000.00) without written approval of the District.  Extra Work 

may be authorized, as described below, and if authorized, will be compensated at the rates and 

manner set forth in this Agreement.  

 

3.3.2 Payment of Compensation.  Contractor shall submit to District a monthly 

itemized statement which indicates work completed and hours of Services rendered by 

Contractor.  The statement shall describe the amount of Services and supplies provided since the 

initial commencement date, or since the start of the subsequent billing periods, as appropriate, 

through the date of the statement.   District shall, within 45 days of receiving such statement, 

review the statement and pay all approved charges thereon.   

 

3.3.3 Reimbursement for Expenses.  Contractor  shall not be reimbursed for any 

expenses unless authorized in writing by District except for the items listed in the scope of work. 
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3.3.4 Extra Work.  At any time during the term of this Agreement, District may 

request that Contractor perform Extra Work.  As used herein, "Extra Work" means any work 

which is determined by District to be necessary for the proper completion of the Project, but 

which the parties did not reasonably anticipate would be necessary at the execution of this 

Agreement.  Contractor shall not perform, nor be compensated for, Extra Work without written 

authorization from District's Representative. 

 

3.3.5 Rate Increases.  In the event that this Agreement is renewed pursuant to 

Section 3.1.2, the rates set forth in Exhibit "C" shall be adjusted each year at the time of renewal 

in accordance with the Consumer Price Index, All Urban Consumers, Los Angeles-Riverside-

Orange County, or at the percentage rate set forth in Exhibit "C." 

 

3.3.6 Prevailing Wages.  Contractor is aware of the requirements of California 

Labor Code Section 1720, et seq., and 1770, et seq., as well as California Code of Regulations, 

Title 8, Section 16000, et seq., ("Prevailing Wage Laws"), which require the payment of 

prevailing wage rates and the performance of other requirements on "public works" and 

"maintenance" projects.  If the Services are being performed as part of an applicable "public 

works" or "maintenance" project, as defined by the Prevailing Wage Laws, and if the total 

compensation is $1,000 or more, Contractor agrees to fully comply with such Prevailing Wage 

Laws.  District shall provide Contractor with a copy of the prevailing rates of per diem wages in 

effect at the commencement of this Agreement.  Contractor shall make copies of the prevailing 

rates of per diem wages for each craft, classification or type of worker needed to execute the 

Services available to interested parties upon request, and shall post copies at the Contractor’s 

principal place of business and at the project site.  Contractor shall defend, indemnify and hold 

the District, its elected officials, officers, employees and agents free and harmless from any 

claim or liability arising out of any failure or alleged failure to comply with the Prevailing Wage 

Laws. 

 

3.4 Accounting Records. 

 

3.4.1 Maintenance and Inspection.  Contractor shall maintain complete and 

accurate records with respect to all costs and expenses incurred under this Agreement.  All such 

records shall be clearly identifiable.  Contractor shall allow a representative of District during 

normal business hours to examine, audit, and make transcripts or copies of such records and any 

other documents created pursuant to this Agreement. Contractor shall allow inspection of all 

work, data, documents, proceedings, and activities related to the Agreement for a period of three 

(3) years from the date of final payment under this Agreement. 

 

3.5 General Provisions. 

 

3.5.1 Termination of Agreement. 

 

3.5.1.1 Grounds for Termination.  District may, by written notice to 

Contractor, terminate the whole or any part of this Agreement at any time and without cause by 

giving written notice to Contractor of such termination, and specifying the effective date thereof, 

at least seven (7) days before the effective date of such termination.  Upon termination, 
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Contractor shall be compensated only for those services which have been adequately rendered to 

District, and Contractor shall be entitled to no further compensation.  Contractor may not 

terminate this Agreement except for cause. 

 

3.5.1.2 Effect of Termination.  If this Agreement is terminated as provided 

herein, District may require Contractor to provide all finished or unfinished Backflow Prevention 

Assembly Test Maintenance Reports and other information of any kind prepared by Contractor 

in connection with the performance of Services under this Agreement. Contractor shall be 

required to provide such document and other information within fifteen (15) days of the request. 

 

3.5.1.3 Additional Services.  In the event this Agreement is terminated in 

whole or in part as provided herein, District may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as 

it may determine appropriate, services similar to those terminated. 

 

3.5.2 Delivery of Notices.  All notices permitted or required under this 

Agreement shall be given to the respective parties at the following address, or at such other 

address as the respective parties may provide in writing for this purpose:

Such notice shall be deemed made when personally delivered or when mailed, forty-eight 

(48) hours after deposit in the U.S.  Mail, first class postage prepaid and addressed to the party at 

its applicable address.  Actual notice shall be deemed adequate notice on the date actual notice 

occurred, regardless of the method of service. 

 

 

3.5.3 Cooperation; Further Acts.  The Parties shall fully cooperate with one 

another, and shall take any additional acts or sign any additional documents as may be necessary, 

appropriate or convenient to attain the purposes of this Agreement. 

 

3.5.4 Attorney's Fees.  If either party commences an action against the other 

party, either legal, administrative or otherwise, arising out of or in connection with this 

Agreement, the prevailing party in such litigation shall be entitled to have and recover from the 

losing party reasonable attorney's fees and all other costs of such action. 
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3.5.5 Indemnification.   

 

3.5.5.1 Scope of Indemnity.  To the fullest extent permitted by law, 

Contractor shall defend, indemnify and hold the District, its officials, officers, employees, 

volunteers and agents free and harmless from any and all claims, demands, causes of action, 

costs, expenses, liability, loss, damage or injury of any kind, in law or equity, to property or 

persons, including wrongful death, in any manner arising out of, pertaining to, or incident to any 

alleged acts, errors or omissions, negligence or willful misconduct of Contractor, its officials, 

officers, employees, agents, subcontractors and subconsultants arising out of or in connection 

with the performance of the Services, the Project or this Agreement, including without limitation 

the payment of all consequential damages, expert witness fees and attorneys fees, and other 

related costs and expenses.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, to the extent Contractor’s Services 

are subject to Civil Code Section 2782.8, the above indemnity shall be limited, to the extent 

required by Civil Code Section 2782.8, to claims that arise out of, pertain to, or relate to the 

negligence, recklessness or willful misconduct of the Contractor. 

 

3.5.5.2  Additional Indemnity Obligations.  Contractor shall defend, with 

counsel of District’s choosing and at Contractor's own cost, expense and risk, any and all such 

aforesaid claims, suits, actions or other legal proceedings of every kind covered by Section 

3.5.6.1 that may be brought or instituted against District, its directors, officials, officers, 

employees, agents or volunteers.  Contractor shall pay and satisfy any judgment, award or decree 

that may be rendered against District or its directors, officials, officers, employees, agents or 

volunteers, in any such suit, action or other legal proceeding.  Contractor shall also reimburse 

District for the cost of any settlement paid by District or its directors, officials, officers, 

employees, agents and/or volunteers as part of any such claim, suit, action or proceeding.  Such 

reimbursement shall include payment for District’s attorney’s fees and costs, including expert 

witness fees. Contractor shall reimburse District and its directors, officials, officers, employees 

and agents and/or volunteers for any and all legal expenses and costs incurred by each of them in 

connection therewith or in enforcing the indemnity herein provided.  Contractor's obligation to 

indemnify shall survive expiration or termination of this Agreement and shall not be restricted to 

insurance proceeds, if any, received by the District, its directors, officials, officers, employees, 

agents or volunteers. 

 

3.5.6 Entire Agreement.  This Agreement contains the entire Agreement of the 

parties with respect to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes all prior negotiations, 

understandings or agreements.  This Agreement may only be modified by a writing signed by 

both parties. 

 

3.5.7 Governing Law.  This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the 

State of California.  Venue shall be in Riverside County. 

 

3.5.8 Time of Essence.  Time is of the essence for each and every provision of 

this Agreement. 

 

3.5.9  District's Right to Employ Other Contractors.  District reserves right to 

employ other Contractors in connection with this Project. 
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3.5.10  Successors and Assigns.  This Agreement shall be binding on the 

successors and assigns of the parties. 

 

3.5.11  Assignment or Transfer.  Contractor shall not assign, hypothecate, or 

transfer, either directly or by operation of law, this Agreement or any interest herein without the 

prior written consent of the District.  Any attempt to do so shall be null and void, and any 

assignees, hypothecates or transferees shall acquire no right or interest by reason of such 

attempted assignment, hypothecation or transfer. 

 

3.5.12  Construction; References; Captions.  Since the Parties or their agents have 

participated fully in the preparation of this Agreement, the language of this Agreement shall be 

construed simply, according to its fair meaning, and not strictly for or against any Party.  Any 

term referencing time, days or period for performance shall be deemed calendar days and not 

work days.  All references to Contractor include all personnel, employees, agents, and 

subcontractors of Contractor, except as otherwise specified in this Agreement.  All references to 

District include its elected officials, officers, employees, agents, and volunteers except as 

otherwise specified in this Agreement.  The captions of the various articles and paragraphs are 

for convenience and ease of reference only, and do not define, limit, augment, or describe the 

scope, content, or intent of this Agreement. 

 

3.5.13  Amendment; Modification.  No supplement, modification, or amendment 

of this Agreement shall be binding unless executed in writing and signed by both Parties. 

 

3.5.14  Waiver.  No waiver of any default shall constitute a waiver of any other 

default or breach, whether of the same or other covenant or condition.  No waiver, benefit, 

privilege, or service voluntarily given or performed by a Party shall give the other Party any 

contractual rights by custom, estoppel, or otherwise. 

 

3.5.15  No Third Party Beneficiaries.  There are no intended third party 

beneficiaries of any right or obligation assumed by the Parties. 

 

3.5.16  Invalidity; Severability.  If any portion of this Agreement is declared 

invalid, illegal, or otherwise unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining 

provisions shall continue in full force and effect. 

3.5.17  Prohibited Interests.  Contractor maintains and warrants that it has not 

employed nor retained any company or person, other than a bona fide employee working solely 

for Contractor, to solicit or secure this Agreement.  Further, Contractor warrants that it has not 

paid nor has it agreed to pay any company or person, other than a bona fide employee working 

solely for Contractor, any fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift or other consideration 

contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of this Agreement.  For breach or 

violation of this warranty, District shall have the right to rescind this Agreement without liability.  

For the term of this Agreement, no member, officer or employee of District, during the term of 

his or her service with District, shall have any direct interest in this Agreement, or obtain any 

present or anticipated material benefit arising therefrom. 
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3.5.18  Equal Opportunity Employment.  Contractor represents that it is an equal 

opportunity employer and it shall not discriminate against any subcontractor, employee or 

applicant for employment because of race, religion, color, national origin, handicap, ancestry, 

sex or age.  Such non-discrimination shall include, but not be limited to, all activities related to 

initial employment, upgrading, demotion, transfer, recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff 

or termination.  Contractor shall also comply with all relevant provisions of District's Minority 

Business Enterprise program, Affirmative Action Plan or other related programs or guidelines 

currently in effect or hereinafter enacted.  

 

3.5.19  Labor Certification.  By its signature hereunder, Contractor certifies that it 

is aware of the provisions of Section 3700 of the California Labor Code which require every 

employer to be insured against liability for Worker's Compensation or to undertake self-

insurance in accordance with the provisions of that Code, and agrees to comply with such 

provisions before commencing the performance of the Services. 

 

3.5.20  Authority to Enter Agreement.  Contractor has all requisite power and 

authority to conduct its business and to execute, deliver, and perform the Agreement.  Each Party 

warrants that the individuals who have signed this Agreement have the legal power, right, and 

authority to make this Agreement and bind each respective Party. 

 

3.5.21  Counterparts.  This Agreement may be signed in counterparts, each of 

which shall constitute an original. 

 

3.6 Subcontracting.   

 

3.6.1 Prior Approval Required.  Contractor shall not subcontract any portion of 

the work required by this Agreement, except as expressly stated herein, without prior written 

approval of District.  Subcontracts, if any, shall contain a provision making them subject to all 

provisions stipulated in this Agreement.

ANALYSIS: 
As part the District’s routine park inspections, it has determined that there is a need to replace aged 
playground structures at Jerry Searl Sports Park, Wheatfield Park, La Paloma Park, and Winchester 
Park. These play structures have met their service life and/or replacement components are no longer 
being produced; therefore, requiring the need for replacement. 
 
Miracle Recreation products are in the District’s Standards and Specifications and are used 
throughout our service territory. District staff would like to take advantage of their offered playground 
sales, which are upwards of 40% off, and free shipping, on select structures. The following chart 
shows the estimated cost breakdown of proposed purchase and installation for each site.

Costs for Jerry Searl Sports Park are higher due to the need of retrofitting the existing dirt subgrade 
with the now standard gravel and mesh material. Additionally, there is no existing subgrade drainage 
which would need to be installed, and due to the current work of the accessibility improvement project 
the wood fibar must be removed and replaced with new, virgin material. 
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FISCAL IMPACT: 
The total not-to-exceed amount for all four (4) playground structures is $202,235.00 and would be 
funded through donations received from the community LMD/CFD Capital Asset Management 
Reserves and Park Development.

Hello Board of Directors, 
 
As the part of the District’s next steps pertaining to the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) 
between the County of Riverside and Valley-Wide Recreation, staff has determined the best 
structure to fund Water Quality Management Plan (WQMP) basin maintenance and ongoing 
obligations. Prior to the execution of the MOU, Valley-Wide primarily maintained landscape 
and irrigation on basin slopes; consequently, Valley-Wide developed data on the replacement 
schedule and costs of basin bottoms as it pertains to water quality features. 
 
With the assistance of Land Development Consulting, an in-depth analysis was performed to 
establish perpetual maintenance and replacement costs based on several variables (i.e. 
number of basins, quantities and service items). After establishing this cost methodology, our 
next step was to determine how these expenses would be funded. It has been determined that 
forming a stand-alone District-wide Community Facilities District (CFD) for WQMP basin 
maintenance was in the best interest of the District. 
 
The WQMP CFD, and its process, is identical to the CFD annexations that Valley-Wide 
currently forms for landscape and park maintenance including the following steps: a Resolution 
of Intention is adopted, hold a public hearing to form the CFD, and hold a special election with 
property owner(s) (Applicant) mail-in ballots. This option allows both CFD’s to be on the same 
formation schedule. 
 
The formation of the WQMP CFD will be held at the June 15, 2020 Board of Directors meeting 
with Tract 36785 (La Ventana) being Tax Zone 1, and future developments would annex as 
subsequent Tax Zones.

ANALYSIS: 
The Heritage Ranch Park property is approximately 345,200 square feet (8-acres), which 
includes the additional 131,600 square feet paseo to the north. The park and paseo parcel, 
described as APN 480-041-006 (Lot 123), was dedicated in fee to Valley-Wide Recreation and 
Park District for “park purposes” on the recorded final map in April 2018. The park consists of a 
lighted ballfield and soccer field, a tot-lot area with two playground structures, a shaded picnic 
area, restroom structure, and a concrete parking lot. 
 
As part of the District’s procedures for quality assurance of accessibility; the park site was 
assessed in the establishment period by a Certified Access Specialists (CASp) for conformance 
to ADA/California Building Code. All findings were addressed and corrected. Beazer Homes 
(Developer) successfully completed its final maintenance establishment period and Valley-Wide 
began maintenance of Lot 123 on April 1, 2020.

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They can be reserved on a first-come, first-served basis upon arrival at the course. Carts must be picked up
and returned to designated areas. They will be sanitized by staff after each use. Players must leave the pin in
the cup at all times.

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Regional cancellations and postponements
announced

Public Health Officer Dr. Cameron Kaiser ordered the cancellation of public gatherings of 250
people or more in Riverside County as a means of slowing the spread of coronavirus
(COVID-19) Thursday, March 12

Valley-Wide Recreation and Park District is postponing all public gatherings of 250 people,
or more, at all its facilities as a means of slowing the spread of COVID-19. Also postponed
will be smaller events, sports, classes and meetings (per California Department of Public
Health). All current and upcoming sport leagues, instructional classes and meetings are
postponed until further notice, Valley-Wide said in an email to Valley News Thursday, March
12.

Pechanga Resort Casino has announced the postponement of three upcoming shows,
including this weekend’s concerts by Ana Gabriel (March 13), Pitbull (March 15), and
Chicago (March 15).

“We continue to very closely monitor developments around COVID-19 to take necessary
precautionary measures and will make adjustments as warranted,” the casino said.

Any guests who purchased tickets to these shows online will receive an email from
Ticketmaster and they may opt to receive a refund in that manner. If they purchased them
in person or via phone through Pechanga Resort Casino, guests may also receive a refund.
Tickets will also be honored if new dates for any of the shows can be determined.

Officials at the Los Angeles Zoo announced the zoo will close to the public, effective Friday,
March 13, through March 31. Zoo employees will continue to report to work as normal, in
order to care for the animals and the facility.

A zoo official notes that at this time, there’s no indication that the coronavirus is of
immediate concern to any of the zoo animals.

Performances of the hit musical “Hamilton” at the Pantages Theatre Hollywood have now
been suspended through March 31. The musical’s opening night was scheduled for tonight.

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In San Diego, San Diego State University announced Thursday morning it was suspending
all spring sports due to its concerns over coronavirus. The suspension includes all games,
practices and other team activities scheduled for this weekend. The Mountain West
Conference will suspend spring sports, as well.

Gaslamp Quarter Historical Foundation’s annual ShamROCK Irish Music Festival scheduled
for this weekend has been canceled.

Also on the regional front, the PAC12 canceled both its men’s and women’s basketball
tournaments. The men’s tournament had been scheduled to begin Thursday, March 12, at
Honda Center with four quarterfinal games, which were to be played without spectators.
The women’s tournament had been scheduled to resume Friday at Honda Center with two
semifinal games.

An array of Southland theaters have announced cancellations of performances due to
coronavirus fears including the Center Theatre Group’s performances of “The Book of
Mormon,” “The Antipodes” and Block Party at the Ahmanson Theatre, Mark Taper Forum and
Kirk Douglas Theatre. The Music Center has canceled all performances at the Ahmanson
Theatre, Dorothy Chandler Pavilion, Mark Taper Forum and Walt Disney Concert Hall,
including the REDCAT theater. With the Dorothy Chandler Pavilion closing, LA Opera has
canceled Saturday’s performance of “Roberto Devereux,” and the Pasadena Conservatory of
Music has canceled all performances through April 5.

Both the Los Angeles County Air Show, which was scheduled for March 21-22, and March
Air Field Air & Space Expo scheduled for March 28 and 29 have been canceled.

On Tuesday, March 10, organizers of the Coachella and Stagecoach Music festivals
announced the postponement of the popular festivals until October.

“At the direction of the county of Riverside and local health authorities, we must sadly
confirm the rescheduling of Coachella and Stagecoach due to COVID-19 concerns,” a
statement released by Goldenvoice, the events’ promoter, said. “While this decision comes
at a time of universal uncertainty, we take the safety and health of our guests, staff and
community very seriously.”

According to Goldenvoice, Coachella was rescheduled for Oct. 9-11 and Oct. 16-18, while
Stagecoach will be held Oct. 23-25, both at the Empire Polo Club in Indio. All ticket
purchases for the April dates will be honored in October, organizers said.

Gavin Newsom, late
Wednesday, March 11, advised issued sweeping, statewide “guidance” in response to the
coronavirus pandemic, asking Californians to postpone all nonessential gatherings through
the end of March, including even small social gatherings in places where people can’t
remain at least 6 feet apart.

A California Department of Public Health advisory issued shortly before midnight
Wednesday, also says gatherings of 250 people or more should be postponed or canceled,
and gatherings of people at higher risk for severe illness from COVID-19 should be limited
to no more than 10 people.

Riverside County public health officer orders large events canceled

Public Health Officer Dr. Cameron Kaiser ordered the cancelation of public gatherings of 250
people or more in Riverside County as a means of slowing the spread of coronavirus
(COVID-19) Thursday, March 12.

The order mirrors recommendations issued Wednesday evening by the California
Department of Public Health.

“These restrictions may seem harsh, given the relatively low number of coronavirus cases in
Riverside County, but they are necessary if we are going to stop the spread of COVID-19,”
said Dr. Kaiser, who Sunday declared a public health emergency after announcing the
county’s first locally acquired COVID-19 case.

Dr. Kaiser said county health officials had previously been working with community partners
to establish guidelines for public gatherings.

County health officials are working with local school, city and nonprofit organizations to
provide guidelines on how the new restrictions will be implemented.

At Riverside County Regional Park and Open-Space District (RivCoParks) the 4th Annual
Youth Fishing Clinic scheduled for March 14, at Lake Skinner Recreation Area, Duck Daze
scheduled for April 11, at Hidden Valley Nature Center and the Healthy Living Extravaganza
scheduled for April 18, at Rancho Jurupa Regional Park have all been canceleed.

Other large gatherings at all RivCoPark sites will also be canceled thru April 30. RivCoPark
sites include Hurkey Creek Park (Mountain Center), Idyllwild Park (Idyllwild), Lake Cahuilla
Veterans Regional Park (LaQuinta), Lake Skinner Recreation Area (Winchester), Mayflower
Regional Park (Blythe), McCall Memorial Equestrian Campground (Mountain Center) and
Rancho Jurupa Regional Park (Jurupa Valley).

“We are uncertain at this time if or when these events might be rescheduled,” an emailed
statement from RivCoParks said. “We urge residents to heed the advice of our public health
officials and model best health practices such as washing your hands frequently and staying
at home if you are sick.”
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Disneyland, Knotts Berry Farms and Universal to close gates

Disneyland has announced that the theme park will be closing beginning Saturday, March
14, through the end of the month. The closure affects Disneyland and the California
Adventure parks. Disney hotels will remain open through Monday. The parks will be closed
through the end of the month Disneyland said in a statement.

Knott’s Berry Farm announced it will temporarily close through the end of the month due to
the coronavirus pandemic.

Park officials said in a statement they continue to follow guidance from local and state
officials, as well as the Centers for Disease Control and “while there have been no confirmed
cases of (coronavirus) at our properties, we believe this is the right decision for our guests,
associates and community.”

The Knott’s Berry Farm Hotel will remain open. The park said it would work with guests who
have prepaid tickets or booked rooms during the closure.

Meanwhile at Universal Studios Hollywood, officials announced the closure of that park just
before 3:30 p.m. Thursday, March 12. The closure will take effect Saturday, March 14, when
Universal will lock the gates — tentatively until March 28, depending on how COVID-19
develops.

City postponements and cancelations

Murrieta:

The city of Murrieta has canceled its Coffee with the City scheduled for March 24, and is
advising residents to check its Facebook page as well as the city website to stay updated on
the latest news of cancelations and postponements.

“Watch for postponements of some city events over the next few week as the city and some
of its partners follow the CDC’s recommendation to limit nonessential public gatherings,”
Murrieta said in a social media posting.

Murrieta has also postpond the Murrieta Citizens Academy classes on both March 12 and
March 26, the 73rd Annual Murrieta Firefighters BBQ scheduled for April 19 and is
postponing the B Street Station ribbon cutting ceremony scehduled for March 18.

Lake Elsinore:

The city of Lake Elsinore announced the cancelation of events some of which could be
rescheduled for a later date. On the cancelation list is the Amazing Outlet Race – Saturday,
March 21, Lake Elsinore Car Cruise – Saturday, April 4, Eggapalooza – Saturday, April 11,
Unity in the Community 5k/10k Race – April 18, and Clean Extreme 2020: Downtown LE –
Saturday, April 25.
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In addition, the city is notifying all promoters and applicants who are planning privately held
events in the city about Riverside County’s guidance for their consideration.

Lake Elsinore facilities including city parks, the Dream Extreme Neighborhood Center, Lake
Community Center and the Lake Elsinore Senior Center remain open at this time.

Lake Elsinore staff will continue increased sanitation and hygiene protocols and will be
closely monitoring all participants. Any attendee at a city facility that is exhibiting
symptoms of sickness will be required to leave and advised that they should return home.

Menifee:

The city of Menifee continues to monitor the outbreak in coordination with the Riverside
County Department of Public Health, the CDC and local and regional public health and
healthcare agencies.

“The city of Menifee has developed an Emergency Operations Activation Level Plan, as a
response to good public health policy, which consists of a four-phase plan to coordinate
COVID-19 response activities by the City based on the orders received from the
Riverside County Department of Public Health’s postponing public gatherings of 250
people or more,” the city said in a statement

Due to the risk and orders issued by the county Menifee will postpone its March 28
Multicultural Festival, its April 4 Music and Arts Festival and its April 11 Spring Fest and
Centennial Park Grand Opening.

Menifee, which also activated its Emergency Operartions Center, said it would continue to
evaluate the status on city programs on a weekly basis, but for now other city programs
would continue to operate as scheduled while staff follows all protocol and preventative
recommendations and procedures, exercising good public health policy in the process.

Temecula:

The city of Temecula announced late Thursday that several city-sponsored events will be
canceled and that every effort would be made to reschedule them if possible.

Affected are the Second Satuday event on Saturday, March 14 and the Temecula Valley
Symphony youth concert at the Temecula CRC Amphitheater scheduled for Sunday, March
15. World Down Syndrome Awareness Day on March 21, Autism Awareness on April 2, Teen
Egg Hunt on April 3, First Friday on April 4, Easter Egg Hunts on April 11, Second Saturday
on April 11 and the Temecula Special Games on April 18 are all canceled or postponed.

All Old Town Temecula Community Theater’s main stage performances will be canceled
through April 30.

Ronald H. Roberts Temecula Public Library will remain open to the public. Check
www.temeculaca.gov/Library for a list of events that may be canceled in the coming days.
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Wildomar:

The city of Wildomar continues to review the impacts of the Riverside County Health
Officers’ Order to cancel all events with an expected attendance above 250 individuals. 
While not yet canceled, the city has the Eggstravaganza Egg Hunt scheduled for April 4, and
the Health Fair/ALS Run scheduled for April 18. both events are scheduled to take place at
Marna O’Brien Park, residents can likely expect a postponement in the coming days.

There are no cancelations or postponements from the cities of Hemet and San Jacinto.

Temecula Valley Unified School District

A statement released by TVUSD representative Laura Boss late Thursday, March 12
announced the cancelation or postponement of all extracurricular activities.

“All Temecula Valley USD schools are postponing/canceling non-essential activities outside
of regularly scheduled school hours,” Boss said. “This includes all civic center use, extra-
curricular activities, events, athletic practices, and competitions. The timeframe this is to be
in effect is March 12 through April 5, 2020.”

Since the actual order to limit gatherings from the county is until April 30, TVUSD will
provide updated guidance prior to returning from Spring Break.

San Jacinto Unified School District

All nonessential to learning events for San Jacinto Unified School District have been
postponed until a later date according to Dawn Morrison, a representative for the district
said.

“At this point it is easier to list what is still happening,” she said. “School is still in session,
parent teacher conferences and anything that is essential to learning is still happening.”

SJUSD expects to have a full listing of postponements on its website
www.sanjacinto.k12.ca.us later in the day Thursday, March 12.

Hemet Unified School District

At Hemet Unified School District, all athletic competitions and banquets, Saturday School,
all student and staff trips/conferences, including trips to other schools within HUSD and all
parent volunteer opportunities have been canceled.

HUSD was quick to point out that there has been no final decision made on graduations,
grad nights and other such events. District personnel are meeting and making decisions
based on information we have been provided by Riverside County Public Health and other
government agencies.
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“Governor Newsom identified that school is an essential gathering and as such things that
are still in place are SAFE After School Program, tutoring after school, and athletic practices.
The district’s reasoning behind these decisions is we have the capability of screening the
health of students that are in our campus and are able to control the environment,” HUSD
said in an email to parents.

“In addition, we as a District, are asking to restrict parents and community members on our
campuses. This includes Friday Flag, parent volunteers, etc. This is to help slow down the
spread of the virus,” the district said.

Parents of students are advised to check their respective district and school websites for
any closures, cancelations or postponements.

Santa Anita’s Clocker’s Corner and
Tram Tours are also closed.

Performances of the hit musical “Hamilton” at the Pantages Theatre Hollywood have now
been suspended through March 31. The musical’s opening night was scheduled for tonight.

In San Diego, San Diego State University announced Thursday morning it was suspending
all spring sports due to its concerns over coronavirus. The suspension includes all games,
practices and other team activities scheduled for this weekend. The Mountain West
Conference will suspend spring sports, as well.

Gaslamp Quarter Historical Foundation’s annual ShamROCK Irish Music Festival scheduled
for this weekend has been canceled.

Also on the regional front, the PAC12 canceled both its men’s and women’s basketball
tournaments. The men’s tournament had been scheduled to begin Thursday, March 12, at
Honda Center with four quarterfinal games, which were to be played without spectators.
The women’s tournament had been scheduled to resume Friday at Honda Center with two
semifinal games.

An array of Southland theaters have announced cancelations of performances due to
coronavirus fears including the Center Theatre Group’s performances of “The Book of
Mormon,” “The Antipodes” and Block Party at the Ahmanson Theatre, Mark Taper
Forum and Kirk Douglas Theatre. The Music Center has canceled all performances at the
Ahmanson Theatre, Dorothy Chandler Pavilion, Mark Taper Forum and Walt Disney Concert
Hall, including the REDCAT theater. With the Dorothy Chandler Pavilion closing, LA Opera
has canceled Saturday’s performance of “Roberto Devereux,” and the Pasadena
Conservatory of Music has canceled all performances through April 5.

Both the Los Angeles County Air Show, which was scheduled for March 21-22, and March
Air Field Air & Space Expo scheduled for March 28 and 29 have been canceled.

On Tuesday, March 10, organizers of the Coachella and Stagecoach Music festivals
announced the postponement of the popular festivals until October.

“At the direction of the county of Riverside and local health authorities, we must sadly
confirm the rescheduling of Coachella and Stagecoach due to COVID-19 concerns,” a
statement released by Goldenvoice, the events’ promoter, said.

With the exception of Disneyland and California Adventure, most theme parks and casinos
remain open at this time, but discussions are continuing City News Service reported.

National cancelations and postponements

On the national stage, both the National Basketball Association, National LaCrosse League
and the National Hockey League have all suspended the remainder of their seasons
indefinitely and Major League Soccer announced it had suspended all games for at least 30
days.

Just after noon Thursday, Major League Baseball announced the opening of the 2020
regular season will be delayed by at least two weeks and has suspended all spring training
games.

The NCAA officially canceled its men’s and women’s basketball tournaments, Thursday, as
well as all other winter and spring NCAA championships and The American Hockey League,
including the San Diego Gulls, is suspending play effective Thursday, March 12. The league
will continue to monitor developments and provide updates on the 2019-20 season.

The Ladies Professional Golf Association announced postponement of the ANA Inspiration
golf tournament originally set for the Mission Hills Country Club in Rancho Mirage, April 2-5.
The tournament will be rescheduled for a later date in the 2020 season, the organization
said, but is not providing specific dates.

As COVID-19 continues its spread across southern California and the country, many local
businesses and organizations have begun to cancel activities or increased safety
precautions to protect the public from the disease, which at this time has no cure.

First identified in Wuhan, China, COVID-19 is a respiratory illness that can be spread from
person to person, the Center for Disease Control said. The virus is thought to spread mainly
between people who are in close contact with one another (within about 6 feet) through
respiratory droplets produced when an infected person coughs or sneezes.

In a letter sent to parents and obtained by Valley News Wednesday, Great Oak High School
announced the cancellation of its Spring Showcase Scheduled for March 12. The school has
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since added more items to the list of canceled events. 

The letter recommended parents and interested parties visit its website,
www.tvusd.k12.ca.us/GOHS, for a full listing of cancellations at the school.

A statement released by TVUSD representative Laura Boss late Wednesday stated that the
district’s top priority continues to be the health and safety of our students and staff.

“We take this responsibility seriously,” Boss said. “In an abundance of caution to prioritize
the health and well-being of all our stakeholders and in keeping with the guidance from
federal, state, and county agencies, TVUSD has provided guidance to school site
administrators to postpone school and district extracurricular events and activities.”

All guidance by the district is based on and meets criteria put forth by the CDC and the
Riverside County Public Health Department and includes gatherings involving a large
number of individuals, and, where the health and identity of attendees are unknown, and,
that are held within confined spaces where visitors cannot selectively social distance
themselves.

“Each school site will send out a communication to their individual school community
advising of the events and activities that are being postponed and or canceled during the
period of March 11- April 5, based on-site evaluation and established criteria,” Boss
explained. “Examples, but not limited are the following types of activities being postponed:
open houses, showcases, banquets, indoor performances, some field trips, etc.”

Boss said the district will reevaluate protocols following spring break.

“We deeply respect the work that our students, staff, and families have done to plan events
and activities and apologize for having to modify, postpone, and in some cases, cancel these
activities,” she said. “Our site administrators will do their best to find other opportunities
and or resources to share the information that was planned at a specific event and, if
rescheduling is available, will pursue that as well.”

Coachella, Stagecoach postponed

On Tuesday, March 10, organizers of the Coachella and Stagecoach Music festivals
announced the postponement of the popular festivals until October.

“At the direction of the county of Riverside and local health authorities, we must sadly
confirm the rescheduling of Coachella and Stagecoach due to COVID-19 concerns,” a
statement released by Goldenvoice, the events’ promoter, said. “While this decision comes
at a time of universal uncertainty, we take the safety and health of our guests, staff and
community very seriously.”

The postponement was a directive of Riverside County’s public health officer, Dr. Cameron
Kaiser.
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“This decision was not taken lightly or without consideration of many factors,” Kaiser said in
a statement. “No doubt it will impact many people, but my top priority is to protect the
health of the entire community.”

According to Goldenvoice, Coachella was rescheduled for Oct. 9-11 and Oct. 16-18, while
Stagecoach will be held Oct. 23-25, both at the Empire Polo Club in Indio. All ticket
purchases for the April dates will be honored in October, organizers said.

Casinos take precautions

Meanwhile officials at Pechanga Resort Casino have ramped up their efforts to keep visitors
to the largest entertainment venue in the Temecula Valley safe by increasing efforts to clean
and sanitize the property with hospital grade disinfectants.  

“We continue to carefully follow all the current guidelines for health and safety set by the
Centers for Disease Control and regional health authorities,” a letter posted for visitors
found on www.pechanga.com said.

Steps being taken by the casino include increasing the number of self-serve hand sanitizer
and disinfectant wipe stations throughout the resort and casino, increasing the number of
Environmental Service and housekeeping staff that are assigned to clean public areas and
high-touch areas, 24 hours a day to include all slot machines, main cage, the Club desk, all
redemption kiosks and ATMs, compartment door handles, faucets, flush handles and latches
in all public restrooms, all door handles, elevators, handrails, locker rooms at Journey, golf
course restrooms and all hotel rooms.

Pechanga has also made instant hand sanitizing wipes available to guests as they depart
valet and at the Cage and Rewards Club. Environmental Services and other department
Team Members also carry sanitizing wipes in the event a guest should ask for one.

The casino has also implemented human resources policies for team members to prevent
employees from coming to work sick and are replenishing the air in the casino using fresh
outside air several times per hour.

“The whole situation is very fast moving, and we are working to stay abreast of everything,”
Ciara Green, media and public relations director for Pechanga Resort Casino, said. “We are
really monitoring everything that is coming out, especially that from the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention as well as the Riverside County Department of Health and seeing
where we need to go from there.”

“Guests have a lot of concerns and we are taking each one on a personal basis and are
doing what we can to put those safeguards in place,” Green said.

In San Jacinto, officials at Soboba Casino Resort are taking many of the same precautions
as those at Pechanga.

“We are taking several precautions at Soboba Casino Resort to prevent the spread of this
virus,” Soboba Casino Resort Assistant general manager Jason Cozart, said. “Steps taken
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include adding staff to the gaming floor to sanitize and disinfect all slot machines and
restrooms on a continuous basis.”

Soboba, which has not seen a downturn in business since the outbreak began, has also
added extra hand sanitizing stations on the gaming floor and at all casino entrances and
employees have been instructed to follow CDC and public health directives for handwashing
and personal hygiene, Cozart said.

“We also encourage all of our guests to follow any and all guidelines issued by the CDC,
state, county or local health officials,” Cozart said. “Employees have been instructed to stay
home if they feel ill. We have also begun to send employees home immediately if there is
any indication of illness. In the hotel, we continue to disinfect every hotel room ensuring
that all common touchpoints are addressed.”

Soboba has also suspended business travel to areas with high infection rates and is
requiring employees who have traveled to high infection areas to stay at home for two
weeks and obtain medical clearance before returning to work. 

“We are in communication with public health officials from Riverside County, and continue to
monitor the situation,” Cozart said, adding that if any events are canceled due to the virus,
the casino would offer a full refund to customers who have purchased tickets. 

“We are deeply concerned about our team members and the community at large,” Cozart
said. “The Soboba Band of Luiseno Indians is committed partner with the surrounding
communities. Public health and safety are paramount, and decisions will be made that are
in the best interests of our customers, team members, and the Tribe as a whole.”

Murrieta cancels event

Citing health concerns, organizers for the Murrieta Citizens Academy have announced the
postponement of both the March 12 and March 26 classes.

“The city is taking every precaution to keep our residents and guests to city hall safe, by
providing hand sanitizing stations, and antimicrobial soaps in our restrooms, however large,
nonessential gatherings of people are not recommended,” organizers said in an emailed
statement to Valley News. “… we will ensure that they are provided once the Academy
starts up again. Right now, we are shooting for Thursday, March 26, however this may
change in response to potential changes in public health conditions at that time.”
